The mission of the Austin Derby Brat Big Sister program is to provide positive role models for 
adolescent females within a safe and fun environment. Our goal is to serve youth by promoting 
positive self esteem, confidence, physical health and social awareness.

The Big Sister program pairs up an Austin Derby Brat with a veteran skater from one of the Austin roller 
derby leagues (Texas Rollergirls or TXRD Lonestar Rollergirls).
